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1. INTRODUCTION

1.1. PURPOSE AND SCOPE OF POLICY. SRI Instruments (“SRIL,” “us,” “we,” or
“Company”) is committed to respecting the privacy rights of its customers, visitors, and other
users of the Company Website (“Site”).
